This unique conference examined the
role of action anticipation in child
development, learning, and health. It
was supported jointly by JSPS London and
the University of Strathclyde, and had
some historic resonance of a personal, as
well as scientific, nature. Forty years ago,
a similar meeting was held at Ross Priory.
It was attended by a young lecturer, then
just beginning his career at the University
of Edinburgh in child psychology, Dr.
Colwyn Trevarthen. Together with
colleagues Prof. Jerome Bruner from
Harvard and Dr Daniel Stern from New
York, the conference discussed the role
of non-verbal communication in infant
and child development, and the book
published from the meeting became
something of a classic in the field.

All three scientists challenged the status
quo in developmental psychology,
questioning the importance of agency
and emotion in infant development,

claiming it was significant and important

for developmental health when the fields

of psychology and paediatrics had
dismissed such early communication as
psychologically invalid. All  three
individuals eventually won the argument,
and we are seeing the results of their
work today in improved clinical care for
infants, improved early years policy in
education and social support, and
improved techniques of medical practice
that attend to the child as an emotional
and purposeful individual. Prof.
Trevarthen is now regarded as the most
highly cited psychologist in the United
Kingdom; Prof. Jerome Bruner, who turns
100 this year, is cited as one of the 20th
Century’s most influential psychologists;
and Prof. Daniel Stern bridged psychiatry,
paediatrics, and psychology to establish
the growing field of infant mental health.

The book that this meeting produced
came into the hands of a young primate
researcher in Japan interested in parent-

Trevarthen who, some years later,
brought him to Dr. Jonathan Delafield-
Butt for his third sabbatical in Scotland,
in 2010. And how it was through our
collaboration for shared research that
brought him to Ross Priory, where the
work first began.

T.S. Elliot’s famous verse, “We shall not
cease from exploration, and the end of
all our exploring will be to arrive where
we started, and know the place for the
first time,” speaks to us of the dialectic
of scientific discourse, a journey of
discovery that returns us to where we
begin, now enriched with new
knowledge and depth of understanding.
In the recursive discourse of child
psychology, Ross Priory plays a role. But
the end is not yet in sight. We trace and
re-trace familiar paths, not only in our
academic re-working of ideas with new
data and in re-presenting familiar ideas
in new ways, but in the people and

places we interact with who help us to

make the knowledge we create, together.

The cyclic nature of learning, a repetition

of successful acts, brings joy and
satisfaction along with new knowledge
and new understanding. It is why many
of us do research, for the love of
knowledge and the joy in its process of
discovery.

This JSPS symposium, planned by Dr.
Jonathan Delafield-Butt and Prof. Koichi
valuable

Negayama together with

advance from Prof. Vasudevi Reddy, set
out to advance the state-of-the-art in
child development, with focus to action
anticipation as a key element in a child’s
sense of agency, in interaction with
others in learning, and in adaptation to
cultural practices. It brought together
select researchers from Japan and the UK
in order spearhead new collaborative
efforts between participants and to
generate research synergy in this
multidisciplinary field.

The symposium was held at the Ross
Priory, a beautiful estate on the shores
of Loch Lomond dating back to the 17th
Century and a unique University of
Strathclyde conference facility. Here in
the tranquillity of the Scottish Highlands
and away from the distractions of a busy
psychology,

anthropology, education, medicine, and

life, researchers from
neuroscience — from across the UK,
Japan, and Europe — were able to find
the time and space needed to benefit
from each others’ disciplines and
research, and to bridge cultures for a
shared, cross-disciplinary understanding
of this fundamental topic. | am happy to
report we did so with some success.
Twenty-five participants and speakers
met for two days of intensive talks, with
a third day given to private discussion
between invited speakers to share work-
in-progress and so afford opportunities
to collaborate on ongoing research

interests and energies. The symposium

15

proceeded with each speaker delivering
a 30 minute talk, followed by 15 minutes
for open discussion. Each paper was
examined in depth to recognise overlaps
between interests and generate cross-
disciplinary fertilization.

Fitting the moment, Prof. Trevarthen
(Edinburgh) opened the symposium with
an overview of his 40+ years of research
on action anticipation in infancy, giving a
view of the child as an active,
participatory agent. He was followed by

As Organizer, Dr Eriko Tomizawa-Kay, Lecturer of
University of East Anglia reports the symposium
with challenging perspectives based on Japan-UK

research collaboration.

The aim of this symposium was to give
insight into the changing boundaries and
concepts of ‘art’ in Japan and East Asia.
We have especially hoped to illuminate
the exchanges and dialogues that took
place among the artists of Japan and
other East Asian nations.

The birth of East Asian art history could
not have occurred without the symbiotic
relationships among various groups of
have challenged the

artists. Papers

existing geographic, temporal, and
generic paradigms that currently frame
the art history of East Asia. What was the
relationship between artistic production
and political discourse? What role did
abiding cultural legacies play in the
artistic development of East Asia at
large? At this conference, the discussions

regarding deconstructing the boundaries

of East Asian art was expanded to

include scholars from Chinese and
Korean art history.

This symposium should be identified as,
not only the second phase of the
previous June 2013 ‘International
Modern Japanese Art History Symposium
— New Boundaries in the Study of
Extending

Modern  Japanese  Art:

Geographical, Temporal and Generic
Paradigms’ — generously supported by
JSPS London - but also as a further
development of study with the key
theme, ‘Deconstructing Boundaries in
East Asian Art and Japanese Art History’.
In the previous conference, held in 2013,
around 150 people attended over the
course of the two-day event, including
leading Japanese art historians with a

broad area of expertise, and in particular
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Symposiuh speakers

with a fresh approach to art history in
terms of modern methodology and
historiography.

The symposium offered three key
themes: Constructing the idea of East
Asian Art in Japan; Japanese Academies
as a Centre; and War and Body,
presented by a total of sixteen speakers
including five keynotes speakers from
Japan.

This symposium was expected not only
to enhance the awareness of East Asian
Art studies from the global point of view,
but also strongly to promote study and
research for young scholars and students
in Japan.

Therefore, three representative Ph.D.
candidates from Japan presented papers
along with prominent scholars.
scholars

Both senior and junior
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presented their research in order to
stimulate the development of further
studies in the area. The participants
have had various backgrounds, such as
Japanese art history, Korean art history,
and Chinese art history.

Through the two-day conference in
2015, questions relating to methodology
in (re)constructing a broad history of
East Asian art had also been addressed
in this symposium. A wide range of
backgrounds were represented in the

audiences, not only people with East

Asian and European Art history
backgrounds, but also contemporary
artists, art critics, sociologist, and
international relations; furthermore

people gathered together from East Asia,
the United States, and Europe, and
exchanged and shared their ideas during
the discussion time and built new
scholarly networks during the
symposium.

This symposium attracted a wide range
of scholars who have been not only
interested in Japanese art but also the
relationship with East Asian art history,
and also the new framework of ‘East
Asian Art’ and the definition of ‘Art
History.” Moreover, the symposium
speakers have shown a completely new
way in which to see and analyse
Japanese Art History to people that are

engaged in Japanese studies in Europe,

as well as to stimulate audiences with
the newest topics in Japanese art history.
The presentations and exchange of
information about research topics have
given a rare and important opportunity
for, in particular, young scholars to
create tight relationships in the near-
future, and to develop intellectual
communications beyond countries and
their study areas.

After successfully completing this
symposium, the anthology by speakers

will be published during FY2017.

JSPS London office, where Ms. Polly
Watson, International Programme
Coordinator, kindly explained how to
apply for the JSPS Joint Research Project
and encouraged us to put our full

meeting for the newly funded JSPS Core-to-Core Program.

The official kick-off meeting of “A
Consortium to Exploit Photon and
Electron Chirality in Advanced
Materials” was held on 11-13 October,
2015, on the campus of the University of
Glasgow. The consortium is funded by a
collaborative award that is co-sponsored
by JSPS and the Engineering and Physical
Sciences Research Council (EPSRC) of the
UK. It is led by a triumvirate of Prof.
Katsuya Inoue at Hiroshima University,
Japan, Prof. Alexander S. Ovchinnikov of
the Ural Federal University, Russia, and
Prof. Robert L. Stamps of the University
of Glasgow, UK. Members are mainly
drawn from these three countries but
the consortium has already expanded to
include researchers from Australia,
Spain, France, and Canada. One of our
aspirations for the next five years is to
transnational and

use the new

multidisciplinary collaborations of the
consortium to explore a novel research
field, driving us towards innovative
solutions to research challenges.

There were 38 participants at the
meeting, with 17 from Japan, 16 from
the UK, 3 from Spain, and 2 from the
USA. Highlights included invited talks by
the JSPS London director Kunio Takeyasu,
Simon Crook (Senior Physical Sciences
Manager, EPSRC), Prof. Laurence Barron
FRS FRSE, Prof. Kannan Krishnan of the
University of  Washington,  Prof.
Alexander Govorov (Ohio University),
and Dr. Paolo Vavassori (CIC nanoGUNE,
San Sebastian). Eighteen PhD students
and young post-doctoral researchers
contributed to the meeting and led a
lively poster session.

Our choice of venue is auspicious. The

consortium’s core theme, was originally
coined by Lord Kelvin of the University
of Glasgow in 1889. 100 years later, the
term was refined to include the concept
of dynamics by Prof. L. B. Barron, also of
Glasgow University. We were therefore
glad to formally launch the Core to Core
programme in the “Mecca” of chirality
research, and particularly honoured to
have Prof. Barron, a pioneer in the field,
attend.

The meeting’s research programme
was carefully balanced to leave time for
participants to talk each other and
brainstorm research ideas. It consisted
of four sessions: a series of short talks to
introduce and share ideas and difficult
problems; a poster session for PhD
students and young post-doctoral
researchers to showcase their research

activities; an invigorating brainstorming
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session that sought to identify our

immediate research goals and long

standing challenges; and evening
sessions that extended the research
discussions in a relaxed style. An
immediate outcome is the decision to
discussions to write a

use our

collaborative “roadmap for chirality
science” publication that will help to
define the main challenges (and
possible solutions) in chiral materials
science.

We are advised by Prof. K. Takeyasu to
manage the Core to Core program so
that each core institution contributes to
the research activities equally, thereby
improving the prospects for mutually-
beneficial international collaborations.
In this regard, we believe that our
consortium is very promising because:
(1) almost half of participants are PhD
students and young post-doctoral
researchers; (2) these researchers were
very active in the brainstorming session;
and (3) some of them are already
advancing their research projects by
working across three core institutions.

| suppose that mine is not a typical
story of how JSPS-funded UK-Japan
collaboration is usually initiated. After all,
it all started when | met a man in
Disneyland. To be more specific we met
at the Walt Disney Swan Resort in
Orlando, which was where the World
Cornea Congress was held in the mid-
1990s. And the man in question was
Professor Shigeru Kinoshita, a co-
organiser of the event. Prof Kinoshita
was and still is a highly influential and
respected corneal surgeon and clinician-
scientist whose motto is  “be
international”. At the time, | was a
youngish researcher from the UK, a few
years into my second postdoctoral

position at St Louis University in the USA.

In the lab in St Louis working jointly on
projects alongside me on laser-tissue
interactions and new ways of conducting
corneal laser surgery was Dr Mitsutoshi
Ito, a PhD candidate of Prof Kinoshita’s
in the Department of Ophthalmology,

Kyoto Prefectural University of Medicine.

It was Mitsutoshi who suggested that |
consider a post-doctoral position in
Kyoto and arranged for me to meet Prof
Kinoshita at the Congress. At the time |
knew nothing of Japan, but was open to
new challenges, and Prof Kinoshita was
obviously keen to pursue the
internationalisation of the department
he had become chairman of a few years
previously. The meeting happened in a

corridor  and negotiations  were

“I hear you would like to come to
Kyoto?”

“Yes”

“Are you serious about it?”

“Yes”

“OK, | can bring you”.

So, in April 1996 | arrived in Kyoto and
was installed in a tatami-matted
apartment, beautifully situated just next
to the Kamo river, a lovely a ten minute
walk to the university. | immediately felt
very welcome in the department, and
simultaneously felt some pride at being
the first foreign researcher to work there.
Soon after my arrival the work ethic in
the university jumped out at me (and

gently shook me around a little). Unlike



anything I'd experienced previously in
the UK or US, the labs were commonly
populated by researchers late into the
evening. But the atmosphere during
those times was not one of a desperate
rush to meet an occasional deadline with
which | was familiar, but was invariably
convivial and more often than not sushi,
okonomiyaki, or noodle soup -- ramen,
udon or soba -- was delivered to the
central office area from local restaurants
for a shared dinner and as a break from
the lab work or manuscript writing. This
allusion of a shared experience is
purposeful, and it quickly became
apparent to me how strong the group
ethic in Japan was. | am minded of this
when | recall how | once expressed naive
concern to Prof Kinoshita when a group
of about a dozen staff were eating at a
small, speciality restaurant which only
sells fugu, or pufferfish as it is known in
the West. Parts of this fish are poisonous
and the chefs are highly skilled. But my
silly worries were smoothly allayed by
Prof Kinoshita, “It’s OK, if you die we all
die”: Now that’s a group ethic!

My time in Kyoto was productive
scientifically and | was able to work on a
number of projects in the fields of

corneal biology, pathology and tissue

engineering. | was particularly fortunate
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to get involved with research that
involved growing corneal epithelial cells
into monolayers which could then be
transplanted onto the cornea to cure
loss of vision caused by ocular surface
disease or this

injury. Nowadays

technique is wused in numerous
specialised medical centres worldwide,
but its success is based on the
pioneering work conducted in Kyoto,
and some other centres, in the late
1990s. Indeed, the lasting influence of
that research is evidenced by the fact
that three publications in 2000 (Koizumi
et al., Current Eye Research 2000;20:173-
1771 , Cornea 2000;19:65-712 , and
Investigative Ophthalmology and Visual
Science 2000;41:2506-2513)3 have been
cited over 1,000 times, which is fairly
impressive for the eye field.

To punctuate the high industry and
achievements of the researchers |
worked alongside, | was delighted to find
that numerous department parties and
dinners were organised to celebrate
various events. It was the norm for
everyone to attend and mix and mingle,
all the way from the most senior
academic to the most junior of new staff.
These events were hugely enjoyable and
promoted excellent bonding, and |

would like to think that if there is any

justice in the world my numerous and
melodious karaoke renditions of Tom

Jones’ “Green Green Grass of Home” will

be warmly remembered or

forgotten. After two and a half very
happy years in Kyoto | secured a faculty
position in Cardiff University, near my
hometown in Wales, UK, and took this

up in 1999. But, magnificently, the bonds

forged in Kyoto  remain

collaborations have blossomed

years since | left.

single most pivotal experience of my
academic career. When | arrived in Kyoto
in 1996 | was assigned some desk space
about a metre wide in a short row of
adjoined desks facing a wall with a
bookshelf behind. Either side of me, each
with a glorious metre of their own, were
Noriko Koizumi and Kohji Nishida. Noriko
is now Professor of Biomedical
Engineering and Head of Faculty at
Doshisha University in Kyoto. Kohji is
Professor and Chairman of the
Department of Ophthalmology at Osaka
University. Both, therefore, are hugely
influential figures who emerged from
Prof Kinoshita’s department in the late
1990s, and that they make me feel like
the underachiever from that row of
three chairs in three meters goes
without saying! But, magnificently we all

continue to work and publish together.
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Indeed, a grant from JSPS-Tokyo
awarded to Prof Kinoshita has allowed
the placement in Cardiff University of a
number of highly talented vision
scientists. A JSPS-London Symposium
Grant in 2011 enabled us to hold a very
successful meeting in Cardiff, which

brought together numerous corneal
scientists from across the UK and Japan.
Working together over the years has led
to a great exchange of ideas as well as
lots of highly enjoyable scientific and
non-scientific discourse. It has also
resulted in more tangible outcomes such
as numerous joint papers and other
forms of recognition. For example, since
2009, Prof Kinoshita has been a Cardiff
University

Visiting Professor at Kyoto Prefectural

University of Medicine. Moreover, in
2013 | was awarded the Cardiff
University Celebrating Excellence award
for International Activities with Japan,
and in 2004 we (Prof Shigeru Kinoshita,
Prof Noriko Koizumi, Dr Nigel Fullwood
(Lancaster University) and me) were
fortunate enough to be awarded the
prestigious Daiwa Adrian Prize for
excellence in Anglo-Japanese research.

JSPS-London,
in all its activities, is an absolutely
essential facilitator of scientific research
conducted between the UK and Japan,
