JSPS Standard Award 

This fellowship provides the opportunity for Post Doctoral researchers to conduct colloborative 

research for 12 to 24 months at universities and institutions in Japan.  

Eligibility: 

Candidates must hold a PhD at the time of starting their fellowship or have obtained their PhD 

within the last 6 years of applying to go to Japan. 

Tenure:
